The interim tax
levy is based on your 2010 Current Value Assessment times a calculated interim tax
rate to raise 50% of the total taxes levied in the City of Peterborough in 2009.

Annexed Properties
For properties annexed into the City January 1st, 2008, your interim tax bill is
based on your 2010 Current Value Assessment times a calculated interim tax rate
to raise 50% of the total tax levied in 2009 less one-half of the 2010 annexation

credit.

Commercial, Industrial and Multi-Residential Tax Cap Program

For the 2010 Interim Billing, the tax cap adjustment on your bill is based on 50%
of the actual 2009 tax cap amount. For the 2010 final billing, the capping program
as mandated by the Municipal Act, 2001 will continue. More details will follow with

the final billing.

Special Charges/Credits

All additional charges and credits such as Local Improvement
charges, Business Improvement charges (BIA), Heritage
Tax Credits and the Senior Tax Credits will be included on
the final billing that will be sent out later this year.

Instalment Due Dates

The enclosed bill references two Interim instalment due
dates. The first instalment is due March 31st, 2010 with
the second instalment due May 31st, 2010. Taxpayers who
are on a fixed monthly income have until April 7th, 2010
and June 3rd, 2010 respectively to pay the instalments on
their principal residence only. Please date your cheques
accordingly.
