The enclosed tax notice is your 2011 Final Property Tax Notice. This notice 
reflects taxation for all classes applicable to your property. 
 

Residential Tax Payers – Schedule 2 
Schedule 2 explains the tax changes that have taken place between the 2010 
and 2011 taxation years as mandated by the Provincial Government. This 
schedule is for illustrative purposes only.   
 

The annual tax on assessment is based on three distinct components: (1) the 
current value assessment of your property as determined independently by 
the Municipal Property Assessment Corporation (MPAC); (2) the municipal tax 
rates as established by City Council through the annual budget process; and 
(3) the education tax rates established by the Province. 
 

Commercial, Industrial and Multi-Residential Tax Payers – Schedule 3 
Schedule 3 is provided for illustrative purposes only to help you track 
changes to your taxes from the year 2010 to 2011.   
 

The annual tax on assessment is based on four distinct components: (1) the 
current value assessment of your property as determined independently by 
the Municipal Property Assessment Corporation (MPAC); (2) the municipal tax 
rates as established by City Council through the annual budget process; (3) 
the education tax rates established by the Province and (4) any applicable tax 
capping adjustment.  
 

The Provincially mandated capping/clawback rules are the same, for the most 
part, as they were in 2010. Tax increases are capped at the greater of 10% 
of the previous years’ annualized tax or 5% of the previous years’ CVA tax, 
plus budgetary increases. Also, for those capped properties that are within 
$250 of their CVA tax amount, capping protection no longer applies.  For 
2011, properties that achieved CVA tax status in 2010 or properties that 
have changed class for 2011 will be at CVA tax status from now on.   
 

Assessment Information 
General information about the assessment process can be found at MPAC’s 
HOMEPAGE at www.mpac.ca under the Property Owner’s section. Specific 
information about your property and RFR (Request for Reconsideration) 
forms (requesting a review of your assessment) may be obtained from the 
local Assessment Office at 1477 Lansdowne St. W. at 1-866-296-6722 as 
well as on the website noted above. 

Ownership/Mailing Address changes 
If your property has been sold or you have changed your mailing 
address, please ensure that you notify the Tax Office in writing 
to ensure prompt mailing of future bills. 
 

Commercial and Industrial Vacancies 
Properties in the Commercial and Industrial taxation classes 
that have vacant areas within their buildings for a minimum of 
90 consecutive days can apply for a vacancy rebate for the time 
period affected. For 2011, there will be an interim and final 
application process. For vacancies up to June 30th, application can 
be made for an interim rebate between July 1 and July 31st, 
2011. Final applications, either for the entire year, or July to 
December must be received in the Tax Office any time after 
January 1 but no later than February 29, 2012. Applications for 
properties that experienced vacancies that span from 2010 into 
2011 must also be received in the Tax Office no later than 
February 29, 2012. These types of vacancies cannot be treated 
by the interim process. 
 

Annexed Properties 
For properties annexed into the City in 2008, the final bill is 
based on the 2011 Current Value Assessment times the City’s full 
tax rate for 2011. As the annexation agreement has now expired, 
no further annexation credits will show on your tax bill. 
 

Municipal Tax Rates 
The Municipal tax rates are established by City Council through 
the annual budget process and are a function of the City’s net 
municipal tax levy requirements ($95.4 million for 2011) and total 
available current value assessment weighted by class ($8.141 
billion for 2011).  For the year 2011, a 4.7% increase in total 
weighted assessment was offset by a 2.5% increase in the 
municipal tax levy requirement. The 2011 municipal tax rates for 
all property classes are set out in column 3 in the “2011 Final Tax 
Rates” chart included in this pamphlet.

Education Tax Rates 
The education tax rates for all property classes are legislated 
by the Province. The 2011 education tax rates for all property 
classes are set out in column 4 of the “2011 Final Tax Rates” 
chart included in this pamphlet. 
 

Combined Municipal and Education Rates 
The combined municipal and education tax rates have decreased 
by various percentages for all classes. The 2011 Final combined 
tax rates for all property classes are set out in column 5 of the 
“2011 Final Tax Rates” chart included in this pamphlet. 
 

Newly Constructed Homes 
Owners of newly constructed homes will receive a tax bill for 
the value of the vacant lot only, until the home is assessed.  
After it is assessed, you will receive a supplementary tax bill for 
taxes on the value of your home.  This process can take 2 – 3 
years and the tax bill is  retroactive to the date you took 
possession of the home.  To estimate the amount of your annual 
taxes, multiply the purchase price of your home by the tax rate 
(1.4027390%) or for more information, contact us. 
 

Payment Options 
Please refer to the back of your tax bill for the various payment 
options available.  Please note that the following change to your 
PAP agreement is effective immediately: NSF payments will 
automatically be represented to the bank approximately 
5 business days after the first date of presentment.  
 

Tax Arrears & Pre-authorized Payments (PAP) 
The City offers monthly arrears PAP if your account is one or 
two years in arrears.  Contact our Collections Clerk at (705) 
742-7777 extension 1661 for further details. 
 

Instalment Due Dates 
The first instalment of the Final Tax Bill is due July 29th, 2011 
with the second instalment due September 30th, 2011.  People 
on a fixed monthly income have until August 4th & October 
5th, 2011 respectively to pay the first and second instalments.

The enclosed tax notice is your 2011 Interim Property Tax Notice.  The 
interim tax levy is based on your 2011 Current Value Assessment times a 
calculated interim tax rate to raise 50% of the total taxes levied in the 
City of Peterborough in 2010. 

 

Annexed Properties 
For properties annexed into the City January 1st, 2008, your interim tax 
bill is based on your 2011 Current Value Assessment times a calculated 
interim tax rate to raise 50% of the total tax levied in 2010.   The 
annexation agreement has now expired so no further annexation credits 
will show on your tax bill. 
 

Commercial, Industrial and Multi-Residential Tax Cap Program 
For the 2011 Interim Billing, the tax cap adjustment on your bill is based 
on 50% of the actual 2010 tax cap amount.  For the 2011 final billing, the 
capping program as mandated by the Municipal Act, 2001 will continue.  
More details will follow with the final billing. 

 
Special Charges/Credits 
All additional charges and credits such as Local 
Improvement charges, Business Improvement charges 
(BIA), Heritage Tax Credits and the Senior Tax Credits 
will be included on the final billing that will be sent out 
later this year. 

 

Instalment Due Dates 
The enclosed bill references two Interim instalment due 
dates.  The first instalment is due March 31st, 2011 with 
the second instalment due May 31st, 2011.  Taxpayers 
who are on a fixed monthly income have until April 5th, 
2011 and June 3rd, 2011 respectively to pay the 
instalments on their principal residence only.  Please 
date your cheques accordingly. 
 

Mortgage Company Payments 
Taxpayers should refer to the reverse side of the 
enclosed interim tax notice for information concerning 
mortgage company payments. 
 

Ownership/Mailing Address Changes 
If your property has been sold or you have changed your 
mailing address, please ensure that you notify the Tax 
Office in writing to ensure prompt mailing of future 
notices.
