Payment Plan

Discounts

A discount is available to campers attending
Recreation, Parks and Cultural Services camps at the
Peterborough Sport & Wellness Centre (PSWC) who
have an active PSWC Family or One-Adult Family
membership. The discount will be applied at the time
of registration and will not be credited later.

A 10% discount is available to campers registered
in Art Gallery of Peterborough (AGP) programs who
have an active Tier 3 or higher AGP membership.

Fee Subsidy

Low-income families with dependent children

under age 18, and who reside in Peterborough,

can apply online at peterborough.ca for financial
assistance with recreational programs located within
Peterborough including sports, aquatic programs,
and day camps. Upon approval a maximum subsidy
per child per year will be allocated.

Drop-off & Pick-up

Parents and guardians are required to check

in with day camp and instructional sport staff
each morning and evening at all camps. If an
alternative adult will be picking up your child, they
must be listed on camper information forms or
camper questionnaires. If a child does not arrive
at camp staff will follow-up with caregivers when
applicable. If your child will be absent please
advise staff in advance or before 9 am on the day
of absence.

Withdrawals, Refunds, Transfers

Art Gallery of Peterborough

Refund requests are accepted prior to camp
start dates and are charged an administration
levy of 10% of the program fee or $10, whichever
is greater. Refunds are not provided once the
program starts unless accompanied by a medical
note approved by the Program Supervisor or
Manager designate; refund requests are approved
solely by the Program Supervisor. Programs may
be substituted or cancelled in the event of an
emergency or insufficient program registration;
full refunds or credits will be given for program
cancellation only. Pending availability, transfer
requests will be accepted and approved at no
charge.

Recreation, Parks and Cultural Services
Peterborough Sport & Wellness Centre, Riverview
Park & Zoo, Healthy Planet arena, and instructional
sport program withdrawal requests are subject

to a 15% administration fee prior to June 15th for
July camp programs, or July 15th for August camp
programs. Refunds are not given after cut-off
deadlines without medical documentation and
Program Supervisor approval. Program transfers
are subject to a 15% administration fee.

Peterborough Museum & Archives

Refund requests are accepted 5 business days
prior to camp start dates and are charged an
administration levy of 10% of the program fee,

or $10 minimum. Refunds are not provided

within 5 days of the program start date unless
accompanied by a medical note approved by the
Program Supervisor or Manager designate; refund
requests are approved solely by the Program
Supervisor. Pending availability, transfer requests
will be accepted at no charge.
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Release, Waiver, Indemnity

The Participant (or parent or guardian if Participant
is under the age of 18) voluntarily assumes any risk
of injury or damage in connection with the use of
services and facilities, and releases, discharges,
and agrees to indemnify and save harmless the
City of Peterborough and its employees, agents,
and volunteers from any liability, claim, demand,

or cost whatsoever incurred arising out of the
participation of the Participant in the program at
the facility.

Swim Screening

Mandatory evaluation of a camper’s swimming
ability is performed by the Peterborough Sport
& Wellness Centre's and Recreation, Parks and
Cultural Services aquatic staff for PSWC camps
only. Wrist bands, water wings or lifejackets may
be assigned to the camper during the program.

Special Needs and Inclusion

If your child requires behavioural, medical, physical
or cognitive assistance to participate, an adult shall
be provided by the family to support the camper

in the program. Contact Program Supervisors to
discuss needs in advance of the program.

Behaviour

We encourage cooperative and inclusive play so
that all campers have a rewarding experience.
Campers are encouraged to behave appropriately
while in the care of all camp programs. Negative
behaviour is not tolerated; day camps reserve

the right to dismiss campers who are disruptive
or compromise the safety of themselves, other
campers, staff, or the facility or program site.
